From the weather map, st
temperatures from lowest
to highest.

Locate the stafistics from
games in the Sports sec-
tion. Graph the total num-
ber of yards rushed,
homeruns hit, passes
thrown, etc. in a single
game.

Measure the space of all
the ads in the main news
section.

sified ads.

Collect articles of accidents
that have happened in the
home. Tell how the acci-
dents could have been pre-
vented.

Find a recipe in the food
section of the newspaper.
Examine the recipe’s ingre-
dients to see if it includes
enough of the nutrients
necessary for a balanced
diet. What should be
added?

Find a comic strip that
shows two coworkers or
an employee and manag-
er having a conflict.
Rewrite the comic strip
depicting a better way to
handle the dispute.
